Future of Course Registration

The Registrar's Office, in close partnership with ITC, continues to implement an
updated course registration interface for Dartmouth students. Working with
our vendor Courseleaf, the team has developed and tested a modernized
registration interface designed to improve how students engage with their
academic planning. The new platform is mobile-friendly and responsive,
scaling seamlessly to fit any screen size, including smartphones.

One of the standout features is the ability to use “shopping carts” for course
registration. Students can select multiple courses and ﬁreview how they fit
together before officially registering, making it easier than ever to plan a
balanced schedule. A calendar view offers students a visual snapshot of their
selected courses providing an at-a-glance view of their weekly schedule.
Students can use the enhanced course search to exclude specific time blocks
to avoid conflicts with practices or other obligations.

Course information is now centralized and easy to navigate within the new
interface. Descriptions, prerequisites, and cross-listed course links are all
embedded within the interface. Navigation between courses is fluid and
intuitive, with clickable links that display all relevant information in one place.
ldentifying empty seats in cross-listed courses will be easier as each course
includes a direct link to its counterpart.

The work on Dartmouth’s new registration interface is ongoing, and the
Registrar's Office and ITC are excited to continue refining and enhancing the
platform. As development progresses, more updates will be shared with the
community, including sneak peeks and images of the new system.

The fairness algorithm for course registration, implemented in spring term 2025, has
seen great success. This is part of the ongoing course registration project to improve
students’ experience. Over the past three terms, during which the algorithm has been
used, the number of students who received none of their initial course elections has
been reduced by 70%.
