
Planning Your Enrollment Pattern 

(a.k.a. the D-Plan) 

How will you arrange your terms at Dartmouth?  This 

leaflet is designed to help you begin thinking about your 

enrollment pattern (or "D-Plan"), a plan for your remain-

ing terms.  

 

Some of the considera-

tions which bear on your 

decision are your intended major (or minor) subject, the 

off-campus program(s) which may interest you, your ex-

tracurricular activities, your preferred spacing of vaca-

tions, and family plans and resources.  Students with 

advanced placement credits at entrance have the op-

tion of graduating in fewer than twelve terms but it 

requires very careful planning, especially for those in 

highly sequential science programs.  

During winter term, first-year students will receive instruc-

tions for submitting enrollment patterns. Begin thinking 

about your enrollment pattern now, and make plans to 

see your Adviser and/or Dean well in advance of the 

deadline for submitting your D-Plan request ï April 

16, 2009. You will be asked to file a first, second and third 

choice of enrollment pattern.  The chosen patterns are to 

be confined to twelve or fewer registered terms, which 

include any off-campus programs.  Students normally 

graduate in twelve terms. Your patterns should represent 

your best assessment of your needs for your College ex-

perience.  Many students receive their first choice patterns. 

However, students requesting patterns with four fall terms 

may have to be assigned a second or third choice pattern 

with three fall terms if the demand for fall residence ap-

pears to outstrip the College's capacity.

If your plans change due to declaring a new major 

or for some other academic reason, you may recon-

figure your D-Plan in the Registrarôs Office.  All 

changes are subject to housing availability, and 

anticipated full occupancy in fall term may prevent 

you from changing from a Leave term to a Resi-

dence term.  Your D-Plan is both an agreement 

with the college and confirmation of where you 

intend to be each term.  It is important that your 

enrollment pattern accurately reflect your current 

plans at least two terms in advance.  Please contact 

the Registrarôs Office if you have any questions 

regarding your D-Plan.

R = IN  

RESIDENCE 

(In Residence in Hanover, taking 

courses) 

You are required to be in resi-

dence during certain terms; in 

other terms the choice may be yours.   Summer 

term following sophomore year is a required 

residence term. Senior year (F, W, S), like the 

first year, will be spent in residence in Hanover.  

As you think about which other residence terms to 

select, you may want to consider both academic 

and non-academic factors. For example,  students 

undecided on a major may wish to be in residence 

throughout the sophomore year in order to explore 

the curriculum broadly and consult with faculty. 

Students who have decided on a major may need to 

examine major requirements with a departmental  

adviser and design a residence pattern built around   

specific courses.  Some decisions may be driven by 

extra-curricular commitments or one's taste in climate ï 

Dartmouthôs seasons (as you are learning) are highly 

variable and your predilection for winter sports or sum-

mer leisure may be of some importance!

L = LEAVE 

(Leave term: employment, 

internship, or vacation) 

Students are required to take 

one leave term in fall, winter, 

or spring of either sophomore or junior year.  Leave 

terms provide opportunity for employment, internships, 

or vacations.  If you earned multiple credits at entrance, 

you have the option of using two or more leave terms 

back-to-back for in-depth career explorations through 

salaried employment or volunteer experiences.  (Please 

be advised that most student loans require repayment to 

begin after specific periods of non-enrollment.)

Students may apply to partici-
