Although you do need to identify your composite writer in LEO, you will not create an Evaluation Request Form for your composite writer. 

It is your responsibility to communicate deadlines to your letter writers and to monitor your LEO account.  As soon as all required documents are noted as having been received in your LEO account, you must submit a Release to Composite Writer Form to Career Services (Annette Hamilton).  Once approved, your credential file will be forwarded to your composite writer.  Remember, Career Services does not monitor individual LEO accounts.  You must monitor your LEO account and submit a Release to Composite Writer Form as soon as all documents have been received.
