The State of Sig Ep at Dartmouth

A letta from the Alumni Board President, Keith Jacobsen D
'97, Th ‘98

How is Sigma Fhi Epsilon at Datmouth doing today? Isit
better or worse off than 10, 20, 50, or 80 years ago? To that, |
answer, we are doing well. We face strong challenges and
opportunities as we have through the years. Our challenges
have changed over time. In the past we have faced an empty
chapter house, as our men headed off to war. We struggled
with integration, women joining our campus, the Balanced
Man Program, and many other culture changes in our frater-
nity lives. Inthe end, we passed dl of these challenges and
emerged asone of the strongest fratemnities & Dartmouth as
we entered the new millennium.

What are our current challenges and opportunities? There are
four major challenges fad ng the undergraduates: 1) Retaining
the right to remain at Datmouth. Inthelast Syears at
Dartmouth, 3 fraternities have been derecognized, Zeta P,
Phi DdtaAlpha, and Beta Theta Pi. With the new Student Life
Initiative in progress, the College seems less apt to tolerate
problematic behavior, so dl Greek organizations need tobe on
their best behavior in order to survive. 2) Retaning a strong
membership. With the recent announcement of the college
that rush has been pushed back until Sophomore Winter,
Greek organizations are under more pressure to maintain
enough members to fill their houses. 3) Developing astronger
Alumni Communications and Relations Program. In recent
years, the Sig Ep Informer has been sent out infrequently and
we have paid more to our alumni service, Stuart Howe, than
we have oollected in dues and dumni gifts. Alumni have not
been invited to the chapter house or other events on aregular
basis and we have not devel oped adequate communication
links between alumni. 4) Facilitating amajor renovation of
the physical plant. The College, aspart of the Student Life
Initiative, hired contractors to perform a comprehensive audit
of the physical plant of each Greek organization. The results
of the preliminary audits were smilar across the Greek
community: every organization would need to make approxi-
mately 1 million dollars of improvements to meet college
housing standards.

These challenges are not easy to complete. Yet we have the
opportunity to grow stronger in theface of these testsand
emerge again as one of the top Fratemities & Dartmouth. We
have some of the most tdented undergraduates and alumni in
the world. If we dl work together, | am confident that we will
succeed. The undergraduates are well positioned to meet the
first two objectives, whilewe need a partnership between
undergraduates and alumni to meet our 3" and 4" objectives.

The undergraduates of Sig Ep have done their best to retain
the right to remain at Datmouth. We hold the highest Frater-
nity GPA (higher than the campus average, 3.53 as of Fdl
2001), sponsor a plethora of community enriching events (e.g.

SpokenWord, A Cappella, Guest Speakers.) We also perform
community service at Templeton Housing Project and painted
houses for the elderly. The men of New Hampshire Alpha
participatein a vaiety of athletics, and work to cleanand
upgrade our physical plant. For these and other factors, the
college has awarded us the O Connor, given to the best Greek
organization on campus. As long as we oontinue our success-
ful behavior and practices, wewill likely retainour right to
remain at Dartmouth.

The undergraduates have also been successful in deploying a
year round recruitment strategy to attract the best young men
to the fraternity. Deploying the Balanced Man Program,
which devel ops the skills of members and encourages their
involvement throughout their time as undergraduates, has
helped us retain our members. If we continue to deploy these
recruitment and retention strategies, we should be ableto
retain astrong, high quality membership.

We need a partnership of undergraduates and alumni to
improve our Alumni Communications and Relaions Program.
The undergraduates, under the direction of the Alumni
Relations Chair, Allan Klinge '02, formed a committeeto plan
the Homeocoming Dinner and this newd dter. The dinner was
a suceess, as you will read elsawhere in the newdetter. They
and | hope to hold similar events each year and deliver timely,
interesting newdetters. But we need to do much more to
enable dumni communication, events, and relaionships. To
that end, the Alumni Board elected LincolnWillis 98 as the
Vice Presdent of Alumni Relations. Hewill work with fellow
alumni to coordinate reunion activitiesand regional Sig Ep
events (NY Cand Boston to gtart), initiate the devel opment of
class captains, avolunteers base, and stronger web-based
communications (led by Adam Bovill ‘00, Doug Doucet ‘98 ,
Veyssel Naranjo ‘99, and Eunnok Sohn ‘00). We are looking
for volunteers to help with these initidtives. Please contact me
if you are interested in hdping out. With your help, and the
continued efforts of undergraduates, wewill greatly improve
our Alumni Communi cations and Rel ations Program.

Finally, we need the concerted and coordinated efforts of
undergraduates and alumni to facilitate our physical plant
renovation. The undergraduates have renovated many bed-
rooms, the Peter Sorenson '85 Library, the new upstairs pool

room, and the kitchen, with money from their dues and their own sweat and tail. However, the College Audit plan requires a
much more comprehensive renovation, initially estimated to cost about $1 million. Jay Booker '60 (along with Chapter Coun-
selor ImWalker and I) has teken aleadership role in understanding the college requirements. After meeting with the college
several times, our current estimates for renovations are about $300,000 plus the cost for adding a second approved method of
egress from the 2™ and 3° floors (ladders are not aqualified option). To determine the best way to satisfy the college egress
requirements, we need the services of an architect and we ask for suggestions or help from alumni in this area. The $300,000is
comprised of life safety dements(sprinklers, egress lighting, wiring, etc.) that need to be completed in 6 months or |ess from
the final report, general housing repairs (plumbing, ventilation, floor systems, etc.) that need to be completed in 3 years, and
facility maintenance that needs to occur over the next 20 years. We arewaiting for the final College report before starting most
renovations, while acting immediatdy on the more pressing life safety concerns. We ask for your expertise in developing and
executing astrategy to renovate thefacility. Please contact me if you are interested in becoming involved.

We have four serious challenges facing Sig Ep at Dartmouth today. With your help and the efforts of our undergraduates, we
will be ableto succeed in mesting these challenges, developing an even stronger Fraternity that we can dl be proud to cdl our
own.

House Continuesto I mprove

Over the past year, Sig Ep has made numerousimprove-
ments, particularly this spring for our annual Minimum Standards
Review. We have repainted our interior wals and replaced worn
and aging carpeting. New curtains were put up in the new pool
room and the library, and damaged curtains were replaced in the
Qua Asthisyear’s Sigmaproject, the bar downstairswastotdly
ref urbished to meet new college standards, and the old wing bath-
roomwasrefinished. New stairswere instdled for thesideporch,
which is also being repainted, and a new roof should be on the
house by the end of the summer.

Most important, however, are the projects that we have
not yet completed, but are recommended by the college through
itsFuller Audit. In ameeting with Jay Booker, Jim Wdker, Keith
Jacobsen and severd undergraduate representatives, college rep-
resentative Bernard Haskdl unveiled arevised plan for the near
future of Sigma Phi Epsilon’s physicd plant. This plan indudes
renovations for everything from foundation repars and flooring
replacement to handicapped access to the first floor.

This Fuller Audit stems from the Student Life Initiative,
which statesthat privately owned living spacesfor undergraduates
should meet the same standards as the dormitories. It issimply a
li st of improvements we must maketo thehouse and thetimeframe
from the final report re ease when these projects should be due.




Based on themost recent figures, all themaintenance that
thehouse will have to do totd sto about $240,000 every 20 years.
This can essily be met by the present undergraduate budget. Un-
fortunately, this plan dso ind udes several projectsthat areconsid-
ered necessary for life saf ety for which our chapter doesnot pres-
ently havethemoney, even though they aredue very soon ater the
releaseof thereport. Sig Ep needsto comeup with gpproximatdy
$340,000in thenext 3 yearsin order to make theseenhancements,
such as improved exit lighting, ventilation, and fire suppression.
Without financial assistance in order to do these projects, we will
have difficulty meeting the recommendations set forward by the
college through itsaudit and may lose our digibility to houseun-
dergraduates.
