Jennifer Fluri to Join WGST and Geography

his fall, the Women'’s and Gender

“Until Justice Rolls Down Like Water”

ocial activist Dorothy Allison delivered
this year’s Martin Luther King Jr. Day
keynote address. Her talk, entitled “Until
Justice Roll Down Like Water,” connected
today’s gay rights campaign to the civil
rights movement of the mid-twentieth century.
She also addressed her childhood memories of
poverty, abuse, and King's speeches as well as
the conservative right’s present misconstruing of
God’s message of universal love. An author best
known for penning Bastard Out of Carolina, and

Skin: Talking About Sex, Class and Literature, Allison
also visited various classes and met with students
and faculty during her stay. In an attempt to
provoke the student body, The Dartmouth
claimed that “some Dartmouth community
members described Allison’s selection [as the
keynote speaker] as a perversion of the holiday”
and solicited a small number of quotes to
allegedly substantiate their assertion. During
the opening of her speech, Allison humorously
acknowledged the supposed opposition to her

Keeping It Fresh: Turning Theory into Practice

Forum Theatre in WGST 10

ne of the requirements | place on
students who take my WGST 10 Sex,
Gender and Society: Introduction to
WGST class is participation in a public
theatrical event. For this event, which
usually takes place in Rollins Chapel at the end
of term, we develop a series of short, original
sketches around the idea of oppression. The
oppressions in question can be explicit, external
and social (racism, sexism, class discrimination)
or implict, internalized and more personal {self-
hatred, self-doubt, fear). These sketches then
become the basis for an afternoon of Forum
Theatre, a type of interactive theatre developed
in the late 70s by the Brazilian activist-director
Augusto Boal as part of his manifesto for a
Theatre of the Oppressed (1979).
Forum Theatre, a community-based practice,
takes theatre and places it at the service of
exploring personal and political problems and
then rehearsing their possible solutions. To
this end, the audience is transformed from
passive recipients of a pre-rehearsed text into
active participants in an ongoing drama. These
participants are known as “spect-actors.” First
they watch a sketch, observe the interpersonal
play of power at its crux, and silently consider
solutions to the problem being presented.
However, unlike traditional theatre, in which
the action rushes on inexorably towards its
prescripted end, in Forum Theatre the scene gets
replayed, and the second time around the spect-

actors have the chance to stop the action, take
the stage, and redirect (or try to) the course of
events.

Although only five minutes in length, each sketch
produced for my class is developed over the
course of five weeks and students are encouraged
to consider the history and motivations of the
characters they are presenting. In this way, on
the day of the performance, when a spect-actor
intervenes in the scene, the student-actors

have a repertoire of feelings, stories,and ideas
with which they can improvise and respond

to the intervention. Furthermore, when we do
Forum Theatre in WGST 10, the students are not
only actors in their own sketches but also the
spect-actors for each others’ performances. This
double role allows the students —as actors— to
experiment with how identities (their own and
those of others) might be performed and how
oppressions get enacted and naturalized. On
the other hand —as spect-actors— the students
get to witness and rehearse possible responses
to social, political, and personal problems. In the
context of WGST 10, Forum Theatre provides a
safe space where discourses of oppression and
theories for combatting them can be imagined,
embodied, and tested. It is also a wonderful ice-
breaker and lots of fun.

Professor A'ness teaches in WGST and Spanish. Her
research interests include 19th and 20th Century Latin
American Literature, Theater and Performance Studies.

With a doctorate from Pennsylvania State
University in both Geography and Women'’s
Studies, Professor Fluri will teach core courses
in WGST and GEOQG as well as topics courses
such as Gender and Geography; Political
Geography; Women in the Third World; Gender and
Globalization; Women and Gender in South Asia;
Women and Gender in the Middle East; Feminism
and Islam; and Gender, Race and Violence.
Though here in the fall, Professor Fluri will teach
her first Dartmouth courses in Winter ‘06 with a
WGST first-year seminar Gender and Resistance:
Radicals, Reactionaries and Revolutionaries at the

MWEF 10 hour, and the topics course Gender, Space
and Islam (WGST 38/GEOG 41) at MWF-12. In
spring term, she will teach the course Women,
Gender and Development. (WGST 38/GEOG 26) at
MWF-10.

As her RAWA research above shows, Professor
Fluri tackles projects that take a step toward
applying geographical and feminist theory to real
world dilemmas. Professor Fluri understands that
some of the most pressing issues of today’s world
can be seen through a fresh geographical lens
that will engage students in the burgeoning field
of feminist geography.
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Jewell Gomez Honored as the 2005 Stonewall Lecturer Affiliated WGST Faculty

n Monday, January 24, 2005,
renowned poet, activist, journalist and
novelist Jewelle Gomez gave the Fifth
Annual Stonewall Lecture in GLBTS.
Announcing that everyone always

came to hear a talk about sex, Gomez said she
decided to call her
lecture:"Sex, Drugs,
Rock and Roll,and
Revolution.” She did
not disappoint.

| As awriter,public
intellectual and
activist, Gomez
brought a full
history to her
Stonewall Lecture.
Born in Boston and
having lived a great
many years in New
York before she made her home with her partner
Diane Sabin in San Francisco, Gomez was trained
as a journalist at Northeastern University and
Columbia School of Journalism. As an African-
American and Native American activist, she was
on the original staff of Boston's WGBH'’s “Say
Brother,” one of the first African-American shows
on Public Television in 1968. But Gomez is best
known for her queer activism.In particular, being
a founding member in 1981 of Gay and Lesbian
Alliances Against Defamation (GLAAD), and for
her many writings, especially her award-winning
novel The Gilda Stories that details the life and
times of an African-American lesbian vampire.
But it was sex that was on Gomez’s mind at
Dartmouth.Weaving together cultural analysis,
political theory, and personal history, Gomez
moved seamlessly from discussing the impact

that Mick Jagger had on the sexual revolution

of the 1960s, the influence of automobile
advertising on women’s self-image and gender
roles, and her grandmother’s sex life in the 1950s.
Gomez painted a brilliant picture of how the
sexual liberation movements of the 1960's (drugs,
sex and rock and roll), have meant a wide range of
new freedoms, sexual and otherwise, for women
and LGBT people.Eschewing a formal lecture style
for what might be called a lesbian fireside chat,
Gomez charmed and enchanted her audience
with a generosity and sharp wit.

Never one to avoid the pointed opinion, Gomez
dismissed physical virginity for woman as an
obstacle for sexual knowledge and a good sex life,
and dismissed Condoleeza Rice “as hardly Black
atall.” She also spoke movingly of what it meant
to grow up as a lesbian in an African American
neighborhood the 1950s (it was pretty okay
because no one suspected), and bluntly on how
consumerism, by treating women as objects, was
not that dissimilar to how women were treated

in Afghanistan by being forced to wear burquas
because they were temptations to men.

It was fitting that Gomez spoke as the fifth annual
Stonewall Lecturer. The annual Stonewall Lecture
brings to the Dartmouth campus noted LGBT
thinkers and scholars. In past years, audiences
have heard Kevin Cathcart, the Executive

Director of Lambda Legal Defense, the country’s
leading non-profit legal advocacy group; noted .
sociologist Esther Newton, author of Margaret
Mead Made Me Gay: Personal Essays, Public Ideas.
and awarding winning historian, Jonathan

Ned Katz, whose latest book is Love Stories:

Sex Between Men Before Homosexuality. Itis a
distinguished lineage made even more so by the
presence of Jewelle Gomez.

presence, commenting,”lI'm a nervy bitch. | can stand up and talk to anybody.”
While the choice of Allison, a white lesbian activist, seemed unusual for a holiday traditionally thought
of as a remembrance for a slain African American man, her presence actively enforced the theme of

this year's MLK celebration,“inside Out: Making the Invisible Visible.”
Allison’s fluid oratorical style, reminiscent of the Southern preachers
she grew up listening to, mesmerized the audience and moved

many to tears. Many simply sat back and let her words wash over
them, while others audibly vocalized their support. “For me, Dorothy
Allison reaffirmed that even during a time of segregation, the black
experience was sometimes inseparable from the white experience

of growing up in the south. Allison reminded me that a debt is owed
to Martin Luther King, Jr., for speaking and fighting for human rights,
not simply black rights,” said WGST major Michael Amico‘07.

Sinen Wong ‘07 added,“Noting MLK's cadences, [Allison’s] own voice
was impassioned, inspiring, and her life story extremely moving.! felt
that Dorothy Allison was an excellent choice for keynote speaker,and

reinforced my commitment to social justice.”

College and then continue in Mexico during the
winter and spring terms of 2006.In this technology-
based investigation, students at Dartmouth and at

institutions, and/or about their cultures.They will
write scripts, rehearse scenes, film, and edit their
videos, which will be made available to each other
on the internet. Teleconferencing, email, on-line
chats and the creation of websites will follow.
Ultimately, a “portal of intercultural exchange”will be
established between the US and Mexico using web-
based environments.
