
What Do I Need To Know
Before Being In A Research Study?
You have been asked to be in a research study. This sheet will help you think of questions to ask but you may have other questions.  This is not a test.  We want to be sure you understand what it means to be in this research study.  You should understand the research before you decide whether or not to participate.
1. What is the purpose of the research? Why is the investigator doing the research?
2. What are the possible benefits of the research? How might this help me?
3. What are the possible risks of the research? What bad things could happen?
4. Will everyone receive the same treatment?

5. How is this research different than the care or treatment I would get if I wasn’t in the research 
study? Are there other treatments I could get?
6.  Does in the research cost me anything extra? 
7. Can I stop being in the research once I’ve started? How?
8.  Who will view my medical records?

9.  Who do I call if I have questions about being a research subject?
