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This outline describes elements and functions that the DLDG plans to incorporate into a Digital Directory Prototype. This document does not specify how the prototype will be implemented, nor does it detail how it will look to end users. But the following functionalities need to be supported by the specific "back-end" application to establish flexible and user-centered access to Digital Library holdings. This specification defines our concepts and will help us to determine what additional metadata will be needed for further development of the Digital Library.

The prototype will be seeded with metadata from digital resources in the Dartmouth College Library Catalog.

1. Alphabetical lists

A. Generate alphabetical lists of all digital resources. 

B. Generate alphabetical lists limited to various formats.

e-journals; ebooks; databases (further development to include an expanded list including: dictionaries; encyclopedias; directories; maps; government documents etc.)

C. Generate alphabetical lists organized by vendor/publisher/agregator

2. Subject Folders

A. Subject areas defined by mapping Library of Congress (LC) Classification into folders.

B. Folders provide access to two levels of the LC Classification hierarchy (three if possible)
